IN THE REGINNING

The ruin of Clondehorkey Qld Chureh stancds wathin the bounds
of the present Dunfanaghy Parish. It s surrounded b ity graveyard
which centains some old and interesting inscriptions. The roac leading
by the site westwards provided access to Dunfanaghy and Horn Head,
It went over the crossing now known as the “Graveyard foad Crossing”
arndd through where the New Lake is now. There was no rosd out of
Dunfanaghy 10 Horn Head direct, as at present.

The Old Church, in short was on the main road. Its situation
however was quite inconvenient for the people of Hallymore district.
No evidence can be lound, but one suspects that the Stewaris nf Ards
backed the project to build the present Church at Ballymore, for it is
un the edge of the estate. Its ceclesiastical title 15 Clondehorkey. That
Church in 1urn was highly inconvenient lor the people of Dunfanaghy
and 115 environs. Thus there was formad in 1873, the parish of “Clon-
deborkey West™ - later Dunianaghy Parish. Details of the change of
name gppear later. The inhabitants of the new parish tackled the
problem of providing themselves a new Church with great energy and
enterprise. Inside onc and a half years they had one:a Churich Beautiful
1o starl with, and beautified down the years. What « day it must 10
thum have been for the whole parish when "The Church of the Holy,
Blessed and Undivided Trinity” was consecrated,

CONSECRATION OF DUNFANAGHY NEW CHURCH
(From s Correspondent).

“On Sunday morning, June 28th. the above named new Church
was consecrated by the Lord Bishop ul Derry and Raphoe. The building
is an exceedingly handsome snd durahle one and finished in & chaste
and good style by Messrs. McClelland of Derry, at a cost of £1,200, after
a design kindly presented by John Lanyon Esq., of Belfast,

The Church was crowded 10 excess by a muost altenlive congrag-
ation. Rows of seats up both sides of the aisle were also quickly lilled,
while many persons were crowded round the door, not heing able to
obtain standing room insice.

The Bishop in his robes, attended by the incumbent Rev. Jotin
Brodie, M.A., T.C.ID. and J. E, Nesbitt, Esq., Registrar ol the Diocese
was met at the Western door of the Church by the Rev. J. H. Bor, M.A
T.C.ND. Incumbent of Myragh, the Rev. E. F. Murphy, B.A., T.C.D.
incumbent of Mevagh, A. J. R. Stewart, Esq., J.P., D.L., C. F. Stewars.
Esqg., J.P. Horn Head, and Churchwardens E. Murphy Esq., J.P, and
Mr, Matthew King.

The petition for cunsecration of the Church having been presented
1o His Lordship at the door by A. J. R. Stewart, Esq., the procession
moved slowly up thw centre gisle, to the Communion Table, repeating
the 24th Psalm alternately with the Bishop. The pelition for consec-
ration having been read by the registrar, the Conseeration Office was
proceeded waih. The Rev. J. H. Bor, leading the Morning Service, the
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Venite and Glerias were well chanted to the tune “C. O'Neill,” and
after the first lesson, read by the incumbent, “Veni Creator Spiritus
wass sung to Palestrina. After the second lesson - Rev. 21. the Service
praceeded to the end ol the third collect, when the Bishop, standing
forvard, said, “1 declare this Chureh of the Holy Blessed and Undivided
Trinity, Dunfanaghy, to be now consecrated and set apart to God for
ever in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Ghest, Amen.” The
whole congregation immediately then arose and, led by the Choir, sang
the Te Deum, to the Gregorian lirst ine, with such a hearliness and
feeling as is very rarely heard, and showed how very deeply interested
and affected they were in the undertaking and in the selemnity of
the Service.

The Bishop preached a most eloquent sermon, after which a
collection was made towards defraying the debt on the building and
the Holy Communion was then administered.

In the evening the Service was conducted by the incumbent, and
the lessons read by the Rev. J. H. Bor, the chants and hymns being
nicely rendered under the skilful guidance of C. O'N. Cox Esq., who
presided at the harmonium, and to whose kind and useful services the
congregation are much indebled.

The Bishop preached a most excelient practical and useful
sermon, especially suited for the young, treating largely ol the diff
jcultics, 1nials, and snares of youth, urging to instant prayer and
supplication for the aid of the Holy Spitit. His Lordship added a tribute
to the generosity of A. J. R. Stewart Fsq., who kindly presented the
site of the Church. A laroe submeription and endowment was also
instrumental in procuring from other friends 3 costly set of Communicn
Plate and Velvet Cover.

After the sepmon 58 candidates were presented for Confirm-
ation - 50 from Duntanaghy, 7 from the parsh of Myragh and vee
from Tullaghabegley. In the evening the bishop, clergy, and many -
of the quntry present were most hospitably enteriained by Edmund
Murphy Esq.” i

Down the years coe reads many references to dampness in the
Church and on the Oth April 1962, there was 3 Service ol Dedication
following a major operstion on the inside of the building. The walls
had been plastered smooth, so all the old plaster was removed and the
slonework thus lsid bare was picked and pointed. This resulted in
giving 10 the Church a mere venerable and rich appearance. New
lighting was also installed.
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
